Morphology- Aloe vera is a short-stemmed or stemless, succulent perennial herb.
It grows in rosettes with thick, fleshy, green to grey-green leaves that are often
serrated along the edges. The leaves contain a transparent gel and a yellowish
latex. Flowers are tubular, yellow or orange, and borne on a tall spike. The plant
can grow up to 60-100 cm in height.

Economic Importance-

Widely used in cosmetics, skincare, and hair care products due to its soothing,
moisturizing, and healing properties.
