Habitat- Cultivated as an ornamental tree in gardens, parks, and institutional
campuses across Punjab; prefers well-drained soils and full sun, but is sensitive to
frost.

Morphology- Araucaria columnaris is a tall, narrow-conical, evergreen conifer
that can grow up to 20-30 meters in height. The tree has a distinctive straight,
upright central trunk with regularly whorled, horizontal branches that give it a
columnar or "Christmas tree" appearance. Leaves are small, scale-like, sharp-
pointed, and densely arranged along the branches. The bark is rough, grayish, and
often exfoliates in scales. Male and female cones are borne on the same tree
(monoecious); male cones are cylindrical, while female cones are round and
woody.

Economic Importance-

Widely planted for its symmetrical, columnar shape in landscapes, botanical
gardens, cemeteries, and as a vertical accent in formal garden designs.

Used as a living Christmas tree in tropical and subtropical regions.

Contributes to carbon sequestration and microclimatic regulation in landscaped
areas.
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
