Habitat- Grows naturally in tropical and subtropical regions, often along
riverbanks, forest margins, and in cultivated areas with moist, well-drained soil.

Morphology- Bambusa vulgaris is a tall, perennial, woody grass that forms dense
clumps. The culms are thick-walled, smooth, and either bright green or yellow with
green stripes, growing up to 10-20 meters in height and 4-10 cm in diameter.
Internodes are hollow, while nodes are solid and slightly swollen. Leaves are
linear-lanceolate, with parallel venation and a smooth surface. The plant rarely
flowers and propagates mainly through vegetative means such as rhizomes and
culm cuttings.

Economic Importance-

Young shoots consumed as a vegetable.

Provides raw material for paper and pulp industry.
Cultivated for ornamental purposes in landscapes and gardens .
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
