Habitat- Bougainvillea glabra grows naturally in tropical and subtropical
climates, favoring sunny, well-drained habitats.

Morphology- Bougainvillea glabra is a vigorous, thorny, woody climber or
scrambling shrub, often reaching heights of 5-12 meters with support. The stems
are angular and covered with curved thorns that aid in climbing. Leaves are simple,
alternate, ovate to elliptic in shape, with entire margins and a glabrous surface,
typically 4-13 cm long. The most distinctive feature is its inflorescence: small,
tubular, inconspicuous white or cream-colored true flowers that are grouped in
clusters of three and enclosed by large, brightly colored, petaloid bracts.

Economic Importance-

Popular ornamental plant used in gardens, parks, and landscaping.
Cultivated for decorative fences, trellises, and archways.
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
