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Habitat- Cultivated in gardens, roadsides, and open areas throughout Punjab for
ornamental and medicinal purposes; thrives in tropical and subtropical climates.

Morphology- Cassia fistula is a medium-sized, deciduous tree, typically reaching
10-15 meters in height. It has a smooth, grayish bark and a spreading crown.
Leaves are pinnate, with 3-8 pairs of ovate to elliptical leaflets that are smooth and
green. The tree produces long, drooping racemes of bright yellow, fragrant flowers
during summer, often before or along with the emergence of new leaves. The fruit
Is a long, cylindrical, blackish-brown pod containing numerous disc-shaped seeds
embedded in a sticky, sweetish pulp.

Economic Importance-

Bark, leaves, and pods are used to treat skin diseases, fever, constipation, and liver
disorders.

Widely grown as an ornamental tree for its spectacular golden-yellow flowering
during summer.

Can be used in agroforestry and afforestation programs due to its adaptability and
moderate drought tolerance.
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
