Jacaranda mimosifolia (Jacaranda Tree)

Habitat- Jacaranda mimosifolia is native to South America but 1s widely
cultivated as an ornamental tree and in Punjab, it is planted along roads, in parks,
and gardens due to its aesthetic appeal and beautiful purple-blue flowers.

Morphology- Jacaranda mimosifolia is a deciduous or semi-evergreen tree that
grows up to 10—15 meters tall. It has a broad, spreading crown and a greyish-
brown trunk. The leaves are large, fern-like, bipinnately compound, and resemble
those of Mimosa, which is why the species is called mimosifolia. The flowers are
trumpet-shaped, lavender to violet-blue in color, and appear in large, upright
clusters (panicles), mostly during late spring to early summer. The fruit is a woody,
flat, disc-shaped capsule that contains winged seeds.

Economic Importance-

Used in urban environments to enhance biodiversity and provide shade.

Widely planted for its attractive and vibrant flowers in landscaping, gardens, parks,
and along avenues.
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
