The
plant produces large, daisy-like, bright orange to red flowers with a yellow center,
blooming from summer to early fall. The fruit is a small, dry achene. Its vibrant
blooms attract butterflies, bees, and hummingbirds.

Economic Importance-
Grown widely as an ornamental plant for vibrant color and pollinator attraction.

Used in landscaping for borders and background planting.
