Habitat- Native to southeastern Mexico and Central America; prefers warm,
humid environments with indirect sunlight and moist, well-drained soils.

Morphology- Tradescantia zebrina is a fast-growing, trailing, herbaceous
perennial commonly cultivated as a groundcover or hanging plant. It features
creeping or ascending stems that root at the nodes, with fleshy, ovate leaves
arranged alternately along the stems. The upper leaf surface is variegated with
silvery-green and purple stripes, while the undersides are deep purple. The stems
are succulent and can break easily, aiding vegetative propagation. Flowers are
small, typically purple to pink, with three petals and appear in terminal or axillary
cymes, though they are less prominent than the foliage

Economic Importance-

Valued for rapid vegetative propagation and low maintenance in landscaping
Studied for its potential in phytoremediation due to pollutant-absorbing
properties.
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
